As an adjunct to a telephone list-�
ing, either printed or on the In-�
ternet, a web presence is an�
invaluable tool for informing�
new customers that you exist,�
what you offer and what they can�
expect to see when visiting your�
place of business.  A web pres-�
ence adds personality and famil-�
iarity for the prospective customer which may�
be the element which gives you the competi-�
tive edge over your competition.  You can’t�
get that with a business card.�

A web presence gives you an extra credential,�
to print on your business cards or publish in�
one of the available Yellow Pages that are�
either in print or on the Internet.�

Like most businesses, you are probably tight�
on budgets and low on discretionary income,�
so a high priced Internet service may have�

turned you off in the past.  Most web site�
authors have geared their service to corpora-�
tions who deal in large scale distribution of�
information or products that are sold on the�
Internet.  Then, after the initial charge of au-�
thoring your web site, comes the additional�
charges for hosting your site, making it availa-�
ble for customers to view on the Internet.�

I offer you a low priced alternative which can�
make your web presence a reality at a fraction�
of the cost of a conventional web-site author.�
